EVACUATION PROCEDURES

Evacuate the building for any fire
alarm or when ordered to do so by
authorized personnel

« Treat every alarm as a real event
« Use the nearest marked exit
« Crawl or walk UNDER smoke
FIRE, EXPLOSION, SMOKE | |- Do not use elevators
« Pull fire alarm « Assist any mobility-impaired person

« Evacuate the area * Move upwind of any air borne threat
. call 911 (face away from the threat, face into the wind)

« Do not look for personal items
@ WEATHER EMERGENCY

- After exiting, move to designated gathering area
* Seek cover
* Lowest level ?‘

* Interior wall
« Cover your head

MEDICAL EMERGENCY

« Call 911
« Control bleeding
« Administer CPR/AED
« Use appropriate protective equipment
