
Searching For Jobs Made Easier with New Web Site
Just a few months after launching a new Web-based tool designed to assist SCC
students and alumni in finding employment, as well as employers seeking job
candidates from the College, usage by these groups continues to increase.

Shelly Tolle, Placement Specialist on SCC’s Milford Campus, told a group
of SCC administrators that the response to the new service was impressive.
“We continue to be amazed at the number of people registering to use the site,”
Tolle said. “And we’ve received very positive feedback from all types of users.
We are very proud to be able to offer this service to our students, alumni and
prospective employers.”

SCC’s Placement Centers, with locations on the Beatrice, Lincoln and
Milford campuses, provide job-seeker services to current SCC students, SCC alumni and employers who register
through the site. All memberships are subject to the approval of the Placement Center. 

To access the site, go to SCC’s Web site at www.southeast.edu. There are four ways to access the tool:
1. Click on QUICKLINKS at the top of the page, then Online Employment Services.
2. Click on PLACEMENT CENTER on the right-hand menu bar, then Online Employment Services.
3. Click on CAMPUS SERVICES on the top menu bar, then Graduate Placement, then Online Employment Services.
4. Click on Alumni in the left-hand orange menu bar, then ONLINE

EMPLOYMENT SERVICES.

Once on the site, follow these easy steps to register:
1. Click on “Register Now” under the “Find a Job” section.
2. Complete the online registration form and submit. Upon approval, a

confirmation e-mail will be sent to the student, alumnus and/or employer.
Students and alumni can then search for jobs and post their resumes to the
site. Registered employers can create and manage their own job listings.

After a few months of fundraising, contributions continue to be made to Southeast Community College’s Invest in
the Best Campaign. Campaign co-chairs Dana and Reva Altman, Jay Dunlap and Kelly Holthus are spearheading
efforts to raise funds to provide financial assistance to deserving students, modern facilities and equipment, as
well as community services in business development.

For years the College has worked diligently to make an education from SCC affordable. Still, the cost of tuition
remains a significant challenge for many students. That’s why SCC is expanding opportunities by improving its traditional
programs and services. SCC will:

• Ensure that every student has an opportunity to obtain an education through an aggressive scholarship program,
• Ensure that all education and training programs are cutting edge in instruction and technology, and
• Expand jobs and revitalize the quality of life and economies of local communities.

SCC is a partner with Union Bank & Trust, Nelnet, and public and private high schools in Lincoln on a new
initiative called the Learn to Dream Scholarship. The scholarship pays tuition and fees for up to 45 quarter credit
hours at SCC for eligible students attending Lincoln high schools. To date, 256 scholarships have been awarded,
and 150 students have enrolled at SCC.

The College always has been on the forefront of technology in providing outstanding education and training.
Therefore, SCC proposes to expand its fund for innovation to provide more resources for instructors needing to
update their programs and technology.

SCC also has a history of partnerships, whether it’s with business and industry, school districts, or other
institutions of higher education. Funds from the Invest in the Best Campaign will help the College expand its
current entrepreneurial program to each community within its 15-county service area.

RENEWABLE ENERGY - ETHANOL
FOCUS STATEWIDE PROGRAM

students with entry level knowledge, preparing them to
work as process operators at ethanol plants. It could
also be used by graduates of existing SCC programs in
areas such as Agriculture, Laboratory Science, HVAC,
Electrical/Electromechanical & Electronics to enhance
their ability to perform testing and maintenance
functions at ethanol plants. The curriculum currently
consists of a combination of online and face-to-face
courses. The target start date for the certificate program
is January 2009.

PHYSICAL THERAPIST ASSISTANT
PROGRAM
SCC is proud to announce the start of a Physical
Therapist Assistant (PTA) program in July 2009. The
program will initially be funded by a Community
Based Job Training Grant that the College obtained
for $2.1 million, in collaboration with Central
Community College. PTA is a two-year Associate of
Applied Science degree program offered on the
Lincoln Campus. The program prepares graduates to
assist the physical therapist by providing services for
patients within the plan of care. Physical therapist
assistants complete course work in theory, laboratory
practice, and hands-on training in delivery of various
treatments, exercises, and use of therapy equipment. 

Promena: Metamorphosis as Art
Promena, the Czech word for metamorphosis, was both the title and the theme
of the first multidisciplinary art exhibition sponsored by the SCC Beatrice
Humanities Division & Art Department, the Beatrice Public Library, and the
Nebraska Arts Council. Two SCC students received awards for their juried
entries: Emily Billesbach for her ceramic interpretation of metamorphosis titled
Small Plate and Heather Williams' digital print interpretation titled Creon.

Prior to the beginning of promena, SCC Beatrice art instructors Nancy Hagler-Vujovic and Elizabeth England,
and Williams, creator of the promotional pieces, were interviewed on NET Radio on the popular Friday Live show.

Artists illuminated metamorphosis through the mediums of ceramics, music,
paintings, photography, poetry, and prints. Submitters including SCC students,
staff and faculty, area high school teachers and students, and members of the
local community. Works were displayed the entire month of October at the
Beatrice Public Library.
